phrase, infinitive phrase, absolute phrase, and appositive. 

o Make your story interesting! 

o AFTER you’ve composed your story, choose photos from Flickr Creative Commons 

[http://flickr.com/search/advanced] that bring your story to life. Don’t forget to check 

the “Search only Creative Commons” box on the Flickr Advanced Search page.  

TIP:  Create a project folder, and save all your images to the folder. As you find the 

images, record source information (as I’ve done in the model below). 

o Use a Web 2.0 tool like RockYou[http://rockyou.com]  or Animoto [http://animoto.com] 

to produce your story. 

o Document your photos by adding credits at the end (or at bottom of blog post), giving 

the name of the photo, the author’s name, and the URL (direct link to each photo).  

o Publish your story to your blog by embedding it in a post.
